Singer/songwriter and multi-instrumentalist Nancy Manet shared her new single “Don’t Let Her Ruin You” today. Recorded at London’s famed Abbey Road Studios, the renowned Criteria Recording Studios in Miami and the legendary yellow DOG Studios in San Marcos, Texas, the track was produced and mixed by David Percefull (the man behind the board for recordings by Gary Clark Jr., Meat Puppets, Green Day, Caroline’s Spine, Cody Canada, Colter Wall, Jason Boland and more) and features world-class players from the London Symphony Orchestra and Royal Philharmonic Orchestra.  Steeped in elements of rock and folk-pop leanings, the Texas-based musician uses her own unique approach to meld poignant, timeless songcraft and soulful, emotive vocals with evocative piano and sweeping string arrangements.

Of the new track, Manet says “The song is about a friend of mine who walked in on his wife and another man after 25-years of marriage. We had many talks and I realized he would never find love again because of the pain he suffered. This song is for those men. May they find hope. Manet is currently in the studio putting the finishing touches on her self-titled album.  Although this is her first studio recording, she’s actually been a performing musician for over 35-years. Yet it’s only now that her vision has finally been realized. The songs she writes were spawned from a life that found trouble and trauma - her continuing constants. Consequently, it’s a credit to both her talent and tenacity that’s she’s not only managed to persevere and accomplish all she has, but also to the fact that she simply survived.

When she was 11-years old, her talent became immediately evident to a piano teacher who then suggested to her parents that she ought to be enrolled in a conservatory. However, after her father died, her piano lessons stopped.  If she was caught playing the piano when her brother was home, she was terrorized. Her mother forbid her to play whenever she was around, yelling for her to stop and punishing her if she dared to persist. The mental anguish continued throughout her teenage years. At eighteen she became homeless, bought a guitar and taught herself to play. Eventually she found a place to live and later scraped enough money together to buy a used upright piano.

For years she made her way as a successful businesswoman. Yet finally at the age of 48, despite the opposition and ridicule from her husband, she went back to school to pursue her lifelong dream – studying Voice, Piano, and Theory. It’s a tale of triumph against the most formidable odds.
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
